Responsibilities for psychotherapist

Makes referrals to appropriate community resources and provides crisis
interventions as needed
Counsel clients in individual or group sessions to assist them in dealing with
substance abuse, mental or physical illness, poverty, unemployment, or
physical abuse
Monitor, evaluate, and record client progress with respect to treatment goals
Interview clients, review records, conduct assessments, or confer with other
professionals to evaluate the mental or physical condition of clients or
patients
Collaborate with counselors, physicians, or nurses to plan or coordinate
treatment, drawing on social work experience and patient needs
Counsel or aid family members to assist them in understanding, dealing with,
or supporting the client or patient
Direct clinical services and consultation to the community for individuals with
autism spectrum disorders at the UW Autism Center
Depending on expertise, this person will support families post-diagnosis with
accessing resources and support
Collaborate with other clinical team members in assessment and intervention
and consult with other members of clinical team regarding intervention
strategies, as needed
Contact on an ongoing basis occurs between this employee and colleagues,
patients and their family members, outside agencies, and the general public
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Demonstrated success working within the clinical and administrative policies
and procedures of a university health center setting
Availability to work on occasional weekend days is required
Availability by pager or phone on occasional evenings and overnight is
required
Master’s Degree in social work, psychology, marriage and family therapy or
other related field
Knowledge, experience and/or training in Dialectical Behavior Therapy
preferred
Valid licensure as a mental health professional in the state of Minnesota is
required for this position
